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Why study
Foundation Studies
with us?

Foundation Studies prepares you for successful transition to degree-level
study, providing a pathway to the first year of study of a bachelor degree
at Murdoch University. This program has been specifically designed for
international students.

Pathway to any Degree

This course is suited to you if:

+ you need an entrance qualification for Murdoch University
+ you want to accelerate your university preparation after Year 11, or equivalent
+ you want to change your degree stream after Year 11, or equivalent

On successful completion* of your Foundation Studies program, you'll gain entry
to the first year of most undergraduate degrees at Murdoch University, with the
exception of Veterinary Science, Nursing and Education. Veterinary Science can be
accessed through the Bachelor of Agricultural Science (Animal Science) (0102135).

*A higher requirement and specific subject scores are required for Law.
